Objectives:
The student will be able to:

1.  Investigate/explore topic chosen by the teacher.

5.  Gather, organize, and analyze data using visual organizers, books, reference materials.

6.  Share results through a product chosen by the teacher.

7.  Understand evaluation by the teacher.

Materials:
Research Project Background and Directions Sheet and Research Project Products and Checklist Sheet (1 per student run front to back), biography books on famous Native American women, encyclopedias, arts and crafts materials

Procedure:
1.  In honor of Thanksgiving, pairs or small groups of students can work on a research project about famous Native American women.  Each group will need to use at least one book and one encyclopedia in their research.  Students read about the famous woman and then choose one of the products to create in order to share their information.  Grade with checklist.

Procedure:
1.  In honor of Thanksgiving, individual students can work on a research project about famous Native American Women.  Each group will need to use at least one book, one Internet site, and one encyclopedia in their research.  Students should read about the famous woman and then choose one of the products to create in order to share the information they gather during their research.  Grade with checklist.

Research Project Background and Directions Sheet


Despite the lack of information in history books, Native American women have made many important contributions to society.  In the Plains tribes, most men hunt and go to war, while most women raise the children, make the shelter, and make the clothing.  However, there is evidence of at least a few female warriors and hunters.  The Cheyenne have a lot of evidence of famous Native American women.  For example, Buffalo-Calf-Road-Woman rescued her brother in battle in 1876.  Her tribe named the battle Battle Where Girl Saved Her Brother.  Another Cheyenne woman named Island Woman wrestled an attacker’s hatchet from him and pushed him from his horse while helping her tribe raid the Pawnee.  Still another Cheyenne woman named Yellow-Haired Woman fought in the Battle of Beecher’s Island in 1868.  In the next year, she killed one enemy and injured another.  In the Blackfoot tribe, men and women worked together to hunt bison.  Sometimes, famous Native American women even worked in important positions.  Pocahontas served as ambassador and interpreter at Jamestown.  Mary Musgrove, a Creek Native American, was educated in Europe and handled relations and interpreting for James Oglethorpe, founder of the Georgia colony.   Sacagawea, a Shoshone Native American, was a guide for Lewis and Clark on their expedition, an interpreter, and a diplomat.  Sarah Winnemuccawas the first Native American woman to publish a personal and tribal history in 1883.  Lastly, Christine Quintasket was one of the first Native American women to write a novel in 1827.  She wrote under the name Mourning Dove.  

Obviously, Native American women have had a huge influence on the history of our nation.  Within a group assigned by your teacher, choose one famous Native American woman listed below to research.  You will need to use at least one book, one Internet site, and one encyclopedia for your research.  After you have chosen your person and resources, read about the person and then choose one product to create.  Be sure to look over the checklist to make sure your project is complete!
